As previously announced and celebrated, we retired our parish debt for
the 2007 Faith Builds Capital Campaign this past fall. After many discus-
sions with the Parish Staff and our Parish Finance Committee, we are es-
tablishing a new fund to be used for major repairs and maintenance that
go above and beyond the ordinary parish budget. The new fund is ti-

tled: Maintenance for Mission. Several surrounding parishes have es-
tablished such funds to help replace, restore and renew an aging campus.
Our Maintenance for Mission fund is a priority at St. Catherine Laboure if
we intend to be a vibrant and growing parish. St. Catherine® is celebrating
its 70t anniversary this year, and many of our buildings require costly
maintenance and repair to remain operational. As you may be aware, the church experienced A/C issues
several weekends last summer. In addition, the HVAC system in the Parish Hall, which also provides service
for the cafeteria, is quickly approaching the end of operational expectancy. We have made multiple roof re-
pairs over the past several years, but it has been decades since they have been replaced. The Maintenance
for Mission Fund is intended to supplement our ordinary income to undertake these major renewal pro-
jects.

If you are already an Online Giving User, you will click on Gign In/Create an Account®in the purple bar on the top
right hand side of the screen. This will take you to the login screen where you can enter your email address and pass-
word. UserID& are no longer used; they have been replaced with your email address. If you have forgotten your pass-
word, click on the link Forgot Password6and enter your email address. Instructions will be sent to you to reset your
password. Once you log into your account, your upcoming gifts and transaction history will appear. If you wish to
change an upcoming gift, click on the three dots next to the dollar amount. You will have the option to @dit6 fpausd
giftoor @@ancel giftd Bbllow the prompts to complete any of these tasks.
