What prayers of gratitude will I express? 
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Feast of St. Catherine Laboure—November 28th— 
The saint who touched our Blessed Mother 
 St. Catherine Labouré was a simple, uneducated young woman. In 1830, having cared for her father’s household for a decade, she joined the Sisters of Charity of St. Vincent de Paul at Châtillon-sur-Seine, France. On July 31, late at night a shining child awak-ened her and escorted her to the chapel.   There Mary spoke with her for two hours, telling her she would have a difϐicult task to perform and predict future events. On November 27, Mary appeared to give Cathe-rine her mission. She saw Mary standing on a globe, with rays of light ϐlooding from her hands. Later Catherine gave this account of the vision: While I contemplated her, the Blessed Virgin lowered her eyes and looked upon me. Then I heard a voice saying to me: “The ball that you see represents the entire world . . . and each person in particular. These rays symbolize the graces that I shed on those who ask for them.” With this I understood how agreeable to the Blessed Virgin are the prayers addressed to her. I discovered how generous she is toward those who invoke her, what precious graces she would give those who would ask them of her and with what joy she would grant them  At this moment I scarcely knew where I was. All I can say is that I was immersed in supreme delight, when a panel of oval shape formed around the Blessed Virgin. On it traced these words: “O Mary conceived without sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee!” Then a voice said to me: “Have a medal struck on this model. All those who wear it will receive great graces. It should be worn around the neck. Great graces will be the portion of those who wear it with conϐidence.” All at once the picture appeared to turn and I saw the reverse of the medal. Solicitous about what should be inscribed on the reverse, one day I seemed to hear a voice saying: “The M and the two hearts are enough.” Catherine spoke about the apparitions only to Father M. Aladel, her confessor, who determined that they were genu-ine. With the permission of the archbishop of Paris, Aladel had 1500 medals struck in 1832. The conversion of Al-phonse Ratisbonne, an Alsatian Jew who had reluctantly worn the medal and then had the same vision as Catherine, enormously increased its popularity. Catherine herself maintained her anonymity. She even refused to appear at the archbishop’s investigation in 1836 that declared the visions authentic. She lived quietly for the rest of her life at a convent in Enghien-Neuilly, answering the door, raising poultry, and tending the sick. But when Catherine died in 1876, an outburst of popular veneration exploded at her funeral. And the healing of a 12-year-old girl, crippled from birth, at her grave helped spread her fame widely. Catherine Labouré has become one of the most esteemed of all the saints.  www.loyolapress.com

 ONLINE GIVING PLATFORM INSTRUCTIONS:  At the end of 2020 our Online Giving provider implemented a new platform. Everything rolled over from the previous site and no changes were required of you, but the site now looks and acts a little different. You can access the new Online Giving site directly by going to: https://www.osvhub.com/sclparish/funds or by accessing the site through St. Catherine Laboure’s website, www.sclparish.org, then clicking on the Online Giving Box with the green medallion and cross picture in it. This will bring you to the main screen with the Online Giving Funds listed.   
If you do not wish to create an account and want to just make a quick-give gift, you can click on the “Give Now” button underneath the name of the fund you wish to donate to. A new screen will appear in order to conϐigure the gift. After you enter the gift amount, gift type and date, you will click on continue. IMPORTANT: The default gift type is “recurring”, so if you only want a one-time gift, click on the drop down arrow next to the word recurring and select one-time. A new screen will appear requesting your personal and payment information. At the bottom of the screen, you can “Create an Account” or “Give Gift as a Guest”.   
If you are already an Online Giving User, you will click on “Sign In/Create an Account” in the purple bar on the top right hand side of the screen. This will take you to the login screen where you can enter your email address and pass-word. UserID’s are no longer used; they have been replaced with your email address. If you have forgotten your pass-word, click on the link “Forgot Password” and enter your email address. Instructions will be sent to you to reset your password. Once you log into your account, your upcoming gifts and transaction history will appear.  If you wish to change an upcoming gift, click on the three dots next to the dollar amount. You will have the option to “edit”, “pause gift” or “cancel gift”. Follow the prompts to complete any of these tasks. The system is user friendly.
